Applicable for cutting stranded wire, thin wire, iron plate, packing
iron belt, plastic plate, rubber plate, single paper, etc.

OPERATION WORK STARTS TO INSERT THE ARTICLE
BETWEEN BLADES, AND BY PRESSING THE TRIGGER
LEVER, THE BLADES FUNCTION TO OPEN AND CUT OFF IN
ITS SCISSOR ACTION.

@ WARNINGS IN USE

1.

Cutting blades are extremely hardened but avoid to apply all of
sudden for cutting hard material but, rather should start to cut soft
fabrics to get the blades and well balanced cutting function on the
way to heavy cutting due to its sharp edged blades which hate the
sudden load with maximum cutting power,

Tip of the blades is not designed to use as can-opener nor as
chisel, so avoid such unnecessary loaded at the tip applications.
You are prohibited to use this scissor to cut thick cardboard paper,
tin plate, wire, wood, etc.

Blade Contact Pressure(between blades) can be easily adjusted
with "U" nut fastening control but, it should be properly controlled
otherwise too hard fastening or vice versa setting may lead to
damage the blade edge.

Occasional lubrication over the blade edges at the sliding shuffle is
required to keep the sharp cutting function. A drop of light machine
oil is sufficient.

Avoid to disassemble this unit since precision assembly made at
the factory. Your local disassembly may lead to fatal damage to
the function of Blade control. Bring it over the service station
instructed by your supplier.

Never try to practice "Empty Scissor Cutting" without materials in-
between. It will definitely lead to the excessive wom-out of the
blade edges.

When the blade replacement required, firstly, cut off the air flow
from the air pipe so as not to cause the fatal injury.

Avoid to use this unit with input air pressure other than Instructed,
or it will lead to the damage of the blades and may even lead to the
fatal physical accident.

B HOW TO ADJUST BLADES

After the air completely shut downed, fasten Blade Pin and U-nut with
spanners of 6.0mm and 8.0mm and then, open the air inlet on, and
try to place the material between the blades and apply the trial cut
with some adjustment at the blade opening and see If the blade
opening set in 15mm maximum. If the blades are not fastened
strong enough, the play between blades may dull the sharp cutting
and shorten the life of the blades. Too strong fastening may ruin and

W HOW TO CHANGE BLADES

1. After the air completely shut downed, remove Blade Pin and U-nut
with plain slot blade screwdriver and 7mm spanner, and hold the tip
of the blades and pull off.

2. Hold the blade tip and insert into main body and place the szrew,

blade holding. and fasten the teeth washer and U-nut firmly with the
plain slot screwdriver and 7mm spanner.

B AIR SUPPLY

1. More than 0.75KW as the minimum capacity of its air compressor is
required to operate the air nipper. Since the air brought from air
compressor contains much moistured air and dust, it is desirable fo
provide a FILTER and LUBRICATOR in the air pipe line to remove
such undesirable elements. Also the drained water from air tank must
be removed out daily.

* Operations without these daily cares will even produce another serious

problems in a short period of time after this tool started to use.

2.  After the air pipe-system set up, apply the first cleaning treatment to
remove all the dust and foreign articles from the inside pipe. Please
pay careful attentions to keep air hose cleaned off the dust and water
inside. Especially with brand new tool or air hose, blow the empty dry
air through the hose and the air pipe between the air compressor and
the tool at hand. Dust and foreign articles sticked inside the air hose
will definitely restrict air flow during the long time use. To seal at the
air coupling threads, recommend to use their liquid sealed off instead
of regular sealed off tape. Avoid tape seal if possible because of its
stuck in the threads to lead the air leakage. Apply enforced air blow to
all air inlet flow and see if no air leakage found and then open all the
air valves and air regulator knobs in maximum scale to see the
function of air tight properly.

* |f the air tighten, maximum function may not reach.

3. Operation air pressure should be 0.5 — 0.6 MPa at this tool air inlet. If
it is too high, the blades may be damaged and also to function
accident and may get the short life of this tool. Meanwhile, the use of
lower air pressure shall disturb the sufficient function to be obtained.

B SPECIAL REMARKS :

1. Avoid the blade empty scissoring without the cutting clothes
in-between the blades, which will considerably reduce the life of the
blades.

2. When the parts requested in your repairing, check it carefully with the
parts numbers and place ordering with the part name as well.

3. When the trouble found with this tool, bring it inmediately to your
service shop or the store you purchased this unit before you
disassemble it.

4.  Apply a few drops of light machine oil over the blade scissor-slides at
two to three times a day to keep this function all right and longer life of
these blades.

5. For your safety, when the blade replaced, mind to confirm the air shut
off by disconnecting the air hose from this air scissor unit.
